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Ayr and Home Hill are on opposite banks of the
Burdekin River. These two towns are eleven kilometres
apart and depend on sugar for their economy. The
Burdekin Bridge (known as the Silver Link) was
completed in 1958 at a cost of around $6 million. 1097
metres in length, itis of unique construction because of
the absence of solid bottom in the river bed.

The production of rich has grown steadily since the first
crop was harvested in 1968. Sufficient water is the
limiting factor. Rice grown in the area is exported to
Suva, the United Kingdom, and Hong Kong.

Only completed within the last year of so, the
BURDEKIN THEATRE located in the centre of Ayr
between Green and Graham Streets is the cultural
pride of the Burdekin. Approached from across a
paved forecourt, the theatre has a capacity of 530.

Places of interest....don't miss Ashworths fascinating
display of opals, gems, minerals, fossils, and jewellery
with a historical museum just on the northern side of
Home Hill. There is also the Nature Display at 119
Wilmington Street, Ayr. This display now houses about
60,000 specimens. A map of Australia mounted on a
wall consists of 3,860 beetles made up of three
common types found in the Burdekin.

Good picnic spots can be found at Hutchinson’s
Lagoon and Alva Beach from Ayr or Groper Creek
through Home Hill.

THE HISTORY OF PIONEER PARK SPEEDWAY.

The ambition and dssire to
promote speedway in the
Burdekin first stirred in local
canefarmer Brian Hodder way
back in 18970. A dedicated
follower of the sport for most of his
adult life, the addiction was
churning  inside  him  and
relentlessly pushing him to ‘do
something.”

The dream of Pioneer Park
Speedway was concieved and it's
birth was imminent!

The pulsating heart of speedway -
the track - was the first and
greatest challenge. No doubtwas
leftin anyone’s minds that this was
indeed going to be - Supercircuit.
Calling on years of experience in
farming and earthworks, Brian
meticulously commenced and
progressed through painstaking
hours of planning, scraping,
levelling and filling. Some 24
months later and the heart was
beating!

The construction of pits area,
amenities blocks and official tower
were next in the dream, followed
by the complex and highly
expensive track lighting.

Whilst these major projects were
underway the magnificent
grounds we see today were also
being prepared. Countless hours
of faithful fertilising and irrigation
saw the bare paddock
transformed into an acerage of
beauty.

At last! 1974, and the motors
roared for the first time. April 13th
that year saw the grand opening,
and Pioneer Park tock it's first
steps that would soon grow into
giant strides as the promotion and
the deeds of it's compeltitors
became known throughout the
Speedway world.

Now, looking back on ten years of
continual action at Pioneer Park,
Brian Hodder can justifiably be
proud of his achievements. -
Reflecting on the visits of British
Test Teams, European
Australian internationals,
Interstate and Intrastate teams
and stars, and the breeding and
blooding’ of so many past and
present polished performers on
his track, it is a nostalgic Hodder
who declares ‘the worry and effort
was well worth it.
